· Current AACN member

· Members of AACN and AACN Certification Corporation boards of directors, national office staff, the review panel and employees or members of sponsoring organizations may not nominate someone or receive awards.

REFERENCES

· One reference should be from a leader within the nominee’s institution or work place.

· One reference should be from a colleague with whom the nominee works currently, or has worked with in the recent past either in an employment or volunteer setting.

· Both references must complete a separate Overview Summary and Criteria Evaluation form.
